The NC Division of Services for the Blind’s Independent Living Rehabilitation Program held 6 mini centers during October 01, 2014 to December 31, 2014 with 78 enthusiastic participants. Mini centers are community based learning programs in which individuals receive instruction in adaptive living skills, peer support, and adjustment counseling.
DSB is also actively involved in one nursing home transition case and has provided services to enable a four year nursing resident to obtain the skills necessary to move into his own home and to care for himself. DSB has provided orientation and mobility services, in addition to instruction on how to label and identify medications, clothing, colors as well as training in advocacy and so much more.
