During the period of October 1, 2014 – December 22, 2014, the Division of Vocational Rehabilitation Services (DVRS) Independent Living Rehabilitation Program (ILRP) provided services to 3,300 individuals with significant disabilities of which 347 individuals received personal assistance services, 12 individuals were deinstitutionalized. Due to a new database, we are unable to report a quarterly breakdown on some services but can report that during SFY 1,609 received rehabilitation engineering services and home modifications and 1,087 received assistive technology.
During the second quarter of 2014, the North Carolina Housing Finance Program - Displacement Prevention Program (DPP) - paid for 98 home modification projects.  For the calendar year, 1.5 million has been spent.  It is anticipated that the amount for 2015 will be 2.5 million.  During the new year, a policy change will go into effect with a lifetime cap rising from $6,000 to $8,000
